Iran (Human Rights)

Introduction

1. The Iran (Sanctions) (Human Rights) (EU Exit) Regulations 2019 (S.l. 2019/134) were
made under the Sanctions and Anti-Money Laundering Act 2018 (the Sanctions Act) and
provide for the freezing of funds and economic resources of certain persons, entities or

bodies involved in the commission of serious human rights violations or abuse in Iran.

2. On 28 January 2022 the Foreign, Commonwealth and Development Office updated the
UK Sanctions List on GOV.UK. This list provides details of those designated under
regulations made under the Sanctions Act. A link to the UK Sanctions List can be found

below.

3. Following the publication of the UK Sanctions List, information on the Consolidated List

has been updated.

4. 48 entries have been amended on the consolidated list and are still subject to an asset

freeze.

What you must do
6. You must:

i.  check whether you maintain any accounts or hold any funds or economic resources

for the persons set out in the Annex to this Notice;

ii.  freeze such accounts, and other funds or economic resources and any funds which

are owned or controlled by persons set out in the Annex to the Notice

iii.  refrain from dealing with the funds or assets or making them available (directly or
indirectly) to such persons unless licensed by the Office of Financial Sanctions

Implementation (OFSI);

iv.  report any findings to OFSI, together with any additional information that would

facilitate compliance with the Regulations;

v.  provide any information concerning the frozen assets of designated persons that
OFSI may request. Information reported to OFSI may be passed on to other

regulatory authorities or law enforcement.

7. Where a relevant institution has already reported details of accounts, other funds or
economic resources held frozen for designated persons, they are not required to report

these details again.

8. Failure to comply with financial sanctions legislation or to seek to circumvent its

provisions is a criminal offence.

2012, Iranian media reported that the Cyber Police would be launching a crackdown on
virtual private networks (VPNs). On 30 October 2012, the Cyber Police arrested the
blogger Sattar Beheshti without a warrant for ‘actions against national security on social
networks and Facebook’. Beheshti had criticised the Iranian government in his blog.
Beheshti was found dead in his prison cell on 3 November 2012 and is believed to have
been tortured to death by the Cyber Police authorities.
