ISIL (Da’esh) and Al-Qaida 

Introduction 

1. The ISIL (Da’esh) and Al-Qaida (United Nations Sanctions) (EU Exit) Regulations 2019 (S.I. 

2019/466) were made under the Sanctions and Anti-Money Laundering Act 2018 (the 

Sanctions Act) and provide for the freezing of funds and economic resources of certain 

persons, entities or bodies associated with ISIL (Da’esh) or Al-Qaida. 

2. On 4 March 2022 the Foreign, Commonwealth and Development Office updated the UK 

Sanctions List on GOV.UK. This list provides details of those designated under regulations 

made under the Sanctions Act. A link to the UK Sanctions List can be found below. 

3. Following the publication of the UK Sanctions List, information on the Consolidated List 

has been updated.
